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6th/7th/8th Grade Playing Regulations
TEAM


6th, 7th & 8th Grade – 5-a-side (no goalkeeper)

PITCH


6th, 7th & 8th Grade – 30m x 50m (relativity is 1/4 pitch)

GOALS


Minimum 1.8m x 0.9m (large cones can be used)




Maximum 2m x 1m (large cones can be used)




NB: All portable goals must be securely anchored to the ground
GAME TIME

6th Grade 
– 2 x 15mins halves + 5mins half time






7th & 8th Grade
– 2 x 20mins halves + 5mins half time

BALL SIZE

Size 3 - each team is to have a match ball available

COACHING
Only the referee is allowed on the pitch during the game, if the referee is a coach of either team, coaching is not permitted whilst refereeing the game
REFEREE
Unless otherwise agreed, each team supplies a referee to referee one half of the game, home team referees 1st half, away team 2nd half. Each team supplies their own whistle. The referee is responsible for time keeping. The referee’s decision is final
KICK OFF
Kick off from a central position on the halfway mark
OFFSIDE
6th – 7th grade – no off-sides

8th grade - only blatant or intentional off sides to be penalised and explained to the players

Goal-tending is not permitted, i.e. no-one from either team remaining in the goal when play is nowhere near the goal area
THROW INS  
Throw-ins are not used.  The ball is placed at the point where it went over the sideline and kicked into play
GOAL KICKS
Must be kicked from the ground, two metres from the goal line.  A goal cannot be scored direct from a goal kick

CORNERS

Taken from the corner of the pitch
SUBSTITUTES 
6th, 7th & 8th grades - ‘rolling’ substitutions allowed, to leave and enter from the halfway mark when the ball is out of play
RULES
In all other matters FIFA rules apply
SPECTATORS 
Spectators/coaches are not permitted to stand behind the goal or on the goal line.  On half or quarter-sized pitches formed on a full-size pitch, spectators are not permitted on the touchline that is formed by the halfway line of the full-size pitch. 
The ultimate aim of these regulations is to encourage young players to enjoy and develop their football skills and pick up the laws of the game along the way.  Tactics are learned later.
Remember 6th – 8th Grade soccer is non-competitive (results recorded for re-grading purposes, League tables are not published).
